Duties of Sponsors
1. The Godfather should provide a baptismal Cross.
2. The Godmother should provide the white baptismal gown.
3. For males the Godmother holds those who are infants until the completion of the baptismal immersion.
4. During this time (if the candidate is an infant) the Godfather responds to the questions and reads the Creed.
5. After the baptismal immersion the Godfather receives the child (if it an infant).
6. In the case of a female infant child the duties are reversed.
7. Sponsors should be mature adults, they are not usually monastic, and, of course, should be Orthodox.
