The Order Service for a Marriage Ceremony 
(Holy Matrimony)
The Service of Betrothal:
“Blessed is our God...”
Great Litany.
1st and 2nd Prayer.
Exchange of Rings. (This exchange is not done in Greek Practice.)
3rd Prayer.
Litany and dismissal (this part is omitted if the Betrothal and Crowning are together.
Order of the Crowning:
The Priest intones Psalm 127(8) while entering into the Church with the couple while the Choir sings the refrain: “Glory to Thee, O our God, glory to Thee!”
Questioning of each respective party insuring their intention and commitment.
Priest: “Blessed is the Kingdom...”
Great Litany.
1st Prayer invoking God's blessing in all earthly things upon the couple.
2nd Prayer invoking God's grace upon the couple themselves: to bless, preserve and remember them.
3rd Prayer asking God to join the man and woman together in one flesh and mind. 
Crowning.
Prokeimenon in the Eighth Tone:
Thou hast set upon their heads crowns of precious stones; they asked life of Thee, and Thou gavest it them.
Epistle: Ephesians 5: 20-33.
Alleluia Tone 5.
Gospel. John 2:1-11. The Wedding in Cana.
Litany. 
4th Prayer invoking God's peace and concord to maintain the marriage in chastity and purity. 
Litany. 
Our Father. 
The Common Cup of wine is blessed with a Prayer and drunk three times by the Bridegroom and Bride.
The Procession around the Lectern. (The Choir begins to sing “Rejoice, O Isaiah”, “O Holy Martyrs”, and “Glory to Thee...” as at an ordination.)
Then the Priest Admonishes the couple each separately:
To the Bridegroom: “Be exalted like Abraham...walking in peace...”
To the Bride: “Be exalted like Sarah...fulfilling the condition of the law...”
The 5th Prayer and Final invocation of God's bounty and blessing.
Dismissal.
